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2. MEMBERSHIP QUALIFICATIONS

An applicant for membership or elevation shall meet with the following requirements:

2.1 	ACCREDITED MEMBERSHIP

2.1.1 	A person will be admitted as an Accredited Member if he

2.1.1.1 	is not less than 18 years of age; and
2.1.1.2 	holds a Grade 12 (school leaving) or NTC 3 or equivalent qualification; and
2.1.1.3 	has been employed or mentored for at least 1 full calendar year by a firm of loss adjusters where at least 1 principal is a Fellow or Associate of the Institute 
OR
has been habitually engaged as an in-house non-motor assessor in the short term insurance industry for a period of not less than 3 full calendar years
OR
has been actively employed in the short term insurance industry as a non motor claims handler for a period of not less than 5 full calendar years
OR
has been actively employed in the short term insurance industry for a period of not less than 10 full calendar years; and
2.1.1.4 	A person so admitted as an Accredited Member shall only retain such membership if, within a period of not more than 5 full calendar years of being admitted as an Accredited Member in terms of these By-Laws, achieves the qualification requirements as determined by the National Committee from time to time and ratified by the voting members of the Institute and presently being:-

a minimum of 120 appropriate credits at NQF level 4 or above as registered by SAQA and quality assured by any Insurance authority appointed by SAQA as a quality assurer

OR
An appropriate NQF level 4 qualification or equivalent qualification approved by the National Committee; and
2.1.1.5	is a fit and proper person.
2.1.1.6	Existing members who do not comply with By-Law 2.1.1.4 must, within 5 years of having Accredited Membership conferred, comply with these minimum requirements, failing which, their membership shall be terminated.
2.1.2 	Failure to comply with the requirement in terms of point 2.1.1.4 above shall result in termination of membership.

2.2 	ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP

2.2.1 	A person will be elevated to Associate Member if he:

2.2.1.1 	is not less than 25 years of age; and
2.2.1.2 	has achieved the Associateship Qualification as determined by the Institute and presently being:-

A Certificate, Diploma or Academic Degree appropriate to his field of operation as a loss adjuster at NQF level 5 or above; 
OR
A minimum of 120 credits at NQF level 5 or above as registered by SAQA and quality assured by any Insurance authority appointed by SAQA as a quality assurer.
OR
An appropriate NQF level 5 qualification or equivalent qualification approved by the National Committee.
OR
The National Certificate: Loss Adjusting; and

2.2.1.3 	has practiced as an Accredited Member for a period of not less than 3 full calendar years; and
2.2.1.4 	is a fit and proper person.

2.3 	FELLOW MEMBERSHIP

2.3.1 	A person will be elevated to Fellow Member if he:

2.3.1.1 	is not less than 30 years of age; and
2.3.1.2 	has met or attained the current Associateship member’s qualifications as set out in point 2.2.1.2 	of the Associate Membership requirements; and
2.3.1.3 	has practiced as an Accredited and Associate member for a combined period of not less than 10 full calendar years; and
2.3.1.4 	presents himself to a panel of not less than 3 Fellows of the Institute appointed by the Executive Committee and demonstrates that he has sufficient expertise, experience, knowledge and skill to be recommended to Fellowship by the appointed panel; and
2.3.1.5 	publishes a paper or other appropriate publication or document, the subject matter of which shall be approved by the Executive Committee, on a specific subject related to insurance that will be of benefit to loss adjusters or the short term insurance industry and which shall be presented to a panel of not less than 3 Fellows of the Institute appointed by the Executive Committee for adjudication; and
2.3.1.6 	is a fit and proper person

2.4 RETENTION OF MEMBERSHIP

2.4.1 To retain membership, members shall  by March each year obtain the required number of points collated over the immediate prior 12 month period and as determined by the Institute, by completing CPD (continuing professional development) as set out in the Guide issued by the Institute from time to time.

2.4.2 To retain their membership, members shall complete and return any requisite renewal and other documents as may be required by the Institute within the relevant time limits.
